CONTRACT WITH LOCAL ASSESSOR FOR ASSESSMENT OF

ALL REAL ESTATE AND PERSONAL PROPERTY PARCELS

IN THE TOWNSHIP OF ROOSEVELT, CROW WING COUNTY,
STATE OF MINNESOTA

This.contract made and entered into by and between the Township of Roosevelt,
hereinafter called the Township and Jerry E. Wallin, state certified and licensed
assessor, hereinafter called the Local Assessor.

In consideration of the sum of eight ten thousandth (.0008) of the 1991 estimated
markgt value of property within the township, to be paid to the Local Assessor as
hereinafter set forth, it is agreed by the parties as follows:

THE LOCAL ASSESSOR AGREES:

1. To assess all real estate and personal properties as directed by the County
Assessor in Crow Wing County, Minnesota, according to the laws and regulations of
the State of Minnesota pertaining to such assessments for ad valorem tax purposes
for the assessment year 1992.

2. To perform such work in a professional manner within the time required by law
and under the supervision of the Crow Wing County Assessor. The Local Assessor
shall have all work done by deadline set by the County Assessor. .

3. To maintain his status as a state certified and licensed assessor at all times
hereunder.

4, To supply such transportation and necessary forms and supplies as may be
required to fulfill these contractual obligations.

5. To carry and maintain in good standing an insurance liability policy in the
minimum amount of $300,000. A current certificate of liability insurance shall be
forwarded to the Township prior to beginning any work for the Township.

6. If applicable, to carry and maintain in good standing Workers Compensation
insurance and to forward to the Township a current certificate of Workers
Compensation insurance prior to beginning any work for the Township.

THE TOWNSHIP AGREES:
1. To provide necessary assistance to the Local Assessor when needed.

PAYMENT - Upon completion of his work and duties hereunder as certified by the
County Assessor to the Township Board, the Local Assessor shall submit a claim to
the Township Board for payment of the contract price. Upon receiving the
certificate from the County Assessor approving the assessment pursuant to M.S.
274.04 and upon the completion of the Township Board of Review, the Township agrees
to pay the Local Assessor the contract price.

DURATION - The duration of this Contract shall be for the period of the assessment
year 1992,

GENERAL CONDITION - The Local Assessor shall not be an employee of the Township and
shall be deemed to be an independent contractor.
